NEW MEMBERS who gain their respective award after the 1st of January, (or proficiency in the
case of recognition of an ILS overseas equivalent member country award), and after the closing
date of entries, are not permitted late entry to that competition.

Proficient age group Members, who gain their Surf Rescue Certificate or proficient Surf Rescue
Certificate Members who gain their Bronze Medallion after the close of entries, are considered as
continuing Members, not new Members, and therefore may be entered as a late entry into
competition.
